Over 25,000 New Testaments 

were assembled in those two days alone, with most of these Scriptures going to Africa. We 

were also able to complete 25,000 Spanish John and Romans as well as 2,100 Spanish New 

Testaments most of these were sent to Mexico.  We also completed over 76,000 English 

John & Romans that went all over the world including Africa, Moldova, Philippians and 

India among other places.  We also completed several other smaller projects in 2009.
