WEDNESDAY 6:00—8:30 pm 
 

Baptist Distinctives & History  -  This 

course is both historical and theological.

This 

course blends church history with Bible 

doctrine in a way that confirms why we 

are fundamental Baptists here at  

Wyldewood.

Bible Survey I  (Old Testament)  -  A 

broad overview of the Old Testament 

and the nation of Israel.  The focus is 

upon how the Bible "fits together" in the 

total scheme of God's revelation to man.  

This course includes a glance at the 

theme of each book of the Old Testa-

ment, major figures in the work of God, 

and a time line showing when each 

writer wrote and the purpose of his writ-

ings.  The goal of the class is to give the 

student a working knowledge of Old 

Testament history, the patriarchs, 

prophets, and kings as well as the con-

cept of dispensational theology.
