Missions trip to Mexico!
June 21-26, 2009 the Carpenter family was blessed with another opportunity to go on a mission trip.  We met up with two other Baptist churches, one from Michigan and the other from Colorado.  We met in El Paso, Texas at Bearing Precious Seed of El Paso.  These mission trips are always life-changing!  
As we go into Mexico, all the churches on the trip get together as one team and pray for the souls of the Mexican people.  It is exciting to watch God work as hundreds of people come out each night!  As we start these meetings in a park or some other open-air public meeting area, we see people coming in slowly.  Just as the preacher starts preaching the crowd will swell.  It is amazing as storm clouds and sand storms swirl all around us, the people keep coming and the preacher keeps preaching.  Each night we saw 30-50 people saved!  We worked with a local church in the area.  As these people make a decision to accept Christ as their personal Saviour the pastor and his members meet each one and get their address for future contact. 

Many times as we prepare for one of these trips or as we return from the trip we are asked many questions.  One of questions asked the most is “Isn’t there a drug war going on in Juarez, Mexico?”  Yes! There is a major drug war going on in Mexico.  The Mexican military is everywhere.  They stopped us every night, fully armed. They got on our bus and searched us and our stuff. When you as a family go into this spiritual and physical war zone it can be a little intimidating.  Star is pregnant with our fourth child and Justus is just two years old, but Tomas and Isaiah thought it was pretty neat to see all those “army guys!”  As a father that knows God wants him and his family in Mexico, it can be difficult to see all these dangerous things happening and still take your family.
With all this said, I want to encourage you to consider going on a Missions trip to Mexico, either yet this year or make it a priority for the summer of 2010.  You will not regret it and it will be life-changing for you, your family and your church.
