“Tina’s House” in Eastern Romania. I had been
praying for someone to help us with this project,
and from the first time I talked with Brother Eric I felt
the Lord’s hand on his ministry. 

The project is a three story 5,750 square foot,
$200,000 home financed by the prayers and sup-
port of God’s people. When completed it will be
home to 15 unwed mothers and their babies. There
is a great need here with many young unwed moth-
ers thinking they have no other choice but to either
abort or abandon their babies due to poverty or be
ostracized by their families. Our goal is to give
these mothers a Christian home with the opportuni-
ty to be saved and the hope of keeping their babies
and raising them for the Lord.

Brother Eric and his wife Judy organized and
planned two work teams down to the smallest
detail. God has given them a gift for this work and
it is evident in the work that has been accomplished
on the project. 

The thing that impressed me the most was the spir-
itual emphasis that TMC placed on the trips. Their
number one goal is to see the Lord work in a life-
changing way for each volunteer member, that he
will return home with a greater burden and desire
for missions in his life and his local church.

Secondly, the quality of their work is outstanding
and it is a great peace of mind for me that the job
is done right. The financial and time savings bene-
fits are an added bonus as it would have cost twice
as much and taken much longer to frame the home
using a Romanian contractor. Another aspect is the
encouragement that TMC brings to the missionary
and his family. For us it was the highlight of the
year. The fellowship was sweet and very much
needed and we hated to see everyone leave. The
testimony of the men and women were of the
utmost quality on the job and among the national
people. 

I would highly recommend TMC and believe they
truly love the Lord and are worthy of our prayers
and financial support.
